Tour ltinerary

Day L Sossusvlei 18th September 2018

Arrive in Windhoek International Airport (before noon). It is here you will meet
your host Bobby-Jo Clow and begin your exciting photographic safari adventure.

We start the adventure with a 5-hour drive to Sossusviei where we will spend our
first night in Quality Dune Lodging.

Lunch & dinner is included.

Day 2: Sossusvlei 19th September 2018

A pre-dawn start is essential this morning, as you want to catch the soft light of
the sunrise on the desert. After passing through Sesriem, the gateway to the
dunes, you head into the heart of the dune field, reaching Sossusvlei on foot,
trekking the last 2 kun through the dunes. Landscape photo opportunities
abound in the cool of the morning, with dawn’s soft light first illuminating the
dunes from crest down the back slope, then blazing orange everywhere, creating
a powerful contrasting vista across the whole desert. Ancient mineral pans,
stunted camel thorn trees and the chance of seeing Gemsbok or Ostrich make it
perfect for a photographic lessomn.

Sossusviei is a salt and clay pan surrounded by high red dunes, these sand dunes
are often referred to as the highest dunes in the world. Located in the Namib
Naukluft park, the largest conservation area in Africa, and fourth largest in the
world.

The best time to view Sossusviel is close to sunrise and sunset; the colours are
strong and constantly changing, allowing for wonderful photographic
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opportunities. The midday heat is intense and best spent in the shade.

Close to Sossusvlel, Deadvlei is a clay pan characterized by dark, dead camel
thorn trees contrasted against the white pan floor. The pan was formed when
the Tsauchab River flooded and the abundance of water allowed eamel thorn
trees to grow. However, the climate changed and the sand dunes encroached on
the pan, blocking the river from reaching the area. The trees are estimated to be
approximately 900 years old, however they have not decomposed due to the dry
climate.

Deadvlei is a paradise for photographers as the contrast between the pitch-black
trees and bleached-white pans, and the rustyred dunes and deep blue sky make
for incredible images. Deadvlei is at least Ikn walk from the parking lot so be
sure to take drinking water with you.

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Day 3: Swakopmund 20th September 2018

Today we will travel towards the coastal town of Swakopmund via, the Gaub and
Kuiseb Canyons, where the cold Benguela current from the Atlantic Ocean
brings in dense coastal fogs.

Stop at the lagoon in Walvis Bay to photograph the flamingos. Walvis Bay is
synonymous with flamingos and a trip to the area would not be complete without
some time spent in the company of these otherworldly-feathered beauties. Their
long legs create a fuchsia forest on the lagoon front at Walvis Bay and coupled
with their bizarrely long necks which they twist in bone-breaking fashion, their
knees that bend the wrong way and the luminous colours that line their wings,
they are some of the strangest and most gorgeous birds to look at.

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Swakopmund is a popular seaside resort because of its old-world charm and
relaxed atmosphere. Swakopmund exudes romance and history, which makes it a
rich cultural melting pot of old and new. The town is an eclectic mixture of
Bohemian and Bavaria which make it home to artists, hippies, strait-laced
descendants of German settlers, stately Herero women in Victorian dresses, and
hardworking miners, game rangers, safari operators and fishermen.

Day 4: Swakopmund 21 September 2018
Morning Eco Dune Tour followed by an afternoon Sandwich Harbour Tour.

The Eco Dune Tour takes place along the eastern part of the major dune belt,
which lies between Walvis Bay and Swakopmund. Here the ecology of the dunes
is concentrated on explaining the evolutionary aspects and the uniqueness of
these adaptations. The theory part is dealt with in an informal way and the
various desert-adapted creatures are then searched for and the various
interesting adaptations are pointed out to you. The main animals looked for are
the Namib Sand diving Lizard, Web-footed Gecko, Namaqua Chameleon,
Peringuey’s Adder (Sidewinder), Namib Sand Snake, Namib thick-tailed Scorpion,
the fog basking Tenebrionid Beetle and several other insects only found along
the dune belt.

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A brief description of the minerals found in the dunes is also explained as well

as the formation of the dunes and the importance of the coastal fog to all the

living organisms and vegetation found along the dunes.

One of Namibia's most magical places is undoubtedly Sandwich Harbour, a
saltwater lagoon surrounded by extensive mud flats and reed-lined pools fed by
freshwater springs. Sandwich is one of Southern Africa’s most important wetland
areas, providing refuge to thousands of birds, including pelicans and flamingos,
at any one given time, and giving shelter to countless thousands of migrants
every year. It is also an important breeding ground for several fish species.
Sitnated some 48 kilometres south of Walvis Bay at the foot of massive ivory-
coloured dunes, Sandwich Harbour is much sought after by photographers and
artists for its singular beauty and grandeur. Its inaccessibility - it can be
reached only by four-wheel- drive vehicle - enhances its allure and mystique. This
is augmented by the legend that buried in the sands above the high-water mark
are the remains of a ship that carried in its hold a rich cargo of gold, precious
stones and ivory. Over the years these treasures have been sought by fortune
hunters and adventurers, but no traces of the ship or its cargo have ever been
found.

Day 5: Damaraland 22" September 2018

Early departure through the Skeleton Coastsf® visit the rock engravings at
Twytelfontein. The Twyfelfontein Conservancy in the Damaraland area of
Namibia is renowned for its geology and unusual rock formations. The aim is to
get them in the afternoon light and continue to our quality camp, which is a

photographer’s dream. ik
Overnight at a Quality Camp.

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Day 6: Damaraland 23" September 2018

You will spend today on morning and afternoon game drives looking for desert
adapted elephants and other wildlife such as Springbuck, Oryx, Ostrich, Jackal,
ete.

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Day 7&8: Kaokoland 24-25™ September 2018

Kaokoland is one of the last remaining wilderness areas in Southern Africa. It is
a world of incredible mountain scenery, a refuge for the rare desert dwelling
elephant, black rhino and giraffe and the home of the Himba people. Although it
is harsh and offers little respite at midday, the rugged landscape is especially
attractive during the early morning and late afternoon when it is transformed
into softly glowing pastel shades. The topography in the south of the area is
characterised by rugged mountains, which are dissected by numerous
watercourses, but north of the Hoarusib River the scenery is dominated by
tabletop koppies. Still further north, the Otjihipa Mountains rise abruptly above
the Namib floor to form the eastern boundary of the Marienfluss, while the west
of the valley is defined by the Hartmann Mountains. The Marienfluss valley is
very scenic and relatively greener than the Hartmann's valley. Hartmann's valley
is closer to the Atlantic and yet much more arid. However, it does have a strange
atmosphere when the sea mists drift inland.

Day 9: Hobatere 26" September 2018

Hobatere concession is a photographic hotspot for wild life lovers, nestled in the
most beautiful surroundings. With two waterholes at the lodge there is always
something to be seen.

The Night Drive offers many nocturnal species such as aardvark, cape fox, bat-
eared fox, aardwolf, genet, leopard, nightjars, owls, and many more.

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Day 10,11 & 12: Etosha 272-29™ September 2018

Etosha National Park is one of Southern Africas finest and most important
Game Reserves. It was declared a National Park in 1907 and covering an area of
22,270 square ki, it is home to 114 mammal species, 340 bird species, 110 reptile
species, 16 amphibian species and, surprisingly, one species of fish.

Etosha, meaning "Greatsdhite Place’, is dominatedsdhy a massive mineral pan.
The pan is part of the Kalahari Basin, the floor of which was formed around
1000 million years ago. The Etosha Pan covers around 25% of the National Park
The pan was originally a lake fed by the Kunene River. However the course of
the river changed thousands of years ago and the lake dried up. The pan now is
a large dusty depression of salt and dusty clay, which fills only if the rains are
heavy and even then only holds water for a short time. This temporary water in
the Etosha Pan attracts thousands of wading birds including impressive flocks
of flamingos. The perennial springs along the edges of the Etosha Pan draw
large concentrations of wildlife and birds.

The game viewing in Etosha National Park is excellent, the best time being
from May to September - the cooler months in Namibia. Visitors to Etosha
Game Reserve can expect to see many ungulate species, elephant, giraffe, rhino
and lions. More fortunate visitors will see leopard and cheetah. There is a
network of roads linking the five camps and subsidiary roads lead to various
waterholes.

It is
located in central Namibia in the Khomas Highland plateau area, at around
L700 metres (5,600 ft) above sea level, almost exactly at the countrys
geographical centre.

The town developed at the site of a permanent spring known to the indigenous
pastoral communities. It developed rapidly after Jonker Afrikaner, Captain of the
Orlam, settled here in 1840 and built a stone church for his community. In the
decades following, multiple wars and armed hostilities resulted in the negleet
and destruction of the new settlement. Windhoek was founded a second time in
1890 by Imperial German Army Major Curt von Francois, when the territory
became colonised by Germany.

Windhoek is the social, economic, political, and cultural centre of the country.
Nearly every Namibian national enterprise, governmental body, educational and
cultural institution is headgquartered here.

We do not accept any responsibility or liability if you cannot travel, or incur any other loss because you
have not complied with any passport, visa, immigration requirements or health formalities.

You agree to reimburse us in relation to any fines or other losses which we incur as a result of your
failure to comply with any passport, visa, immigration requirements or health formalities.

OUR INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY

The Materials contain material which is owned by or licensed to us and is protected by Australian and
international laws.
